COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The 20 week course will deal with the many ways to produce dynamic images using the computer as a graphics tool.  The student will be introduced to both bitmap and vector images.  The student will learn how to manipulate existing images using the computer and use methods to alter and improve the image to gain the desired effect.  Instruction will also be given on the development of original images using a variety of graphics tools and methods.  Students will learn the basics of computer animation using the Flash program.  The student will gain knowledge and functional usability of the Adobe Photoshop program, Illustrator program, and Flash program.   
COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

PROJECT/LAB WORK:  This includes all class projects and activities either individual or team based.  Any grade that you receive that is part of a project will be considered a project/lab work grade.  All project assignments are worth 70% of your grade and are therefore very important in determining your grade for the course.  You are expected to follow all class rules, cooperate with others, and participate in class activities.
HOMEWORK:  Homework will be assigned throughout the year and will vary depending on the current topic of study.  All assignments will be collected, graded and returned.  Due dates for all homework assignments will be announced in class.  If you are absent the day homework is assigned or due, see the instructor and make arrangements to make up the work.  You will lose 10 points each day the assignment is not turned in after the due date.  

TESTS/QUIZZES:  Tests and quizzes will be given throughout each marking period and may either be announced or unannounced.  Tests will be given on class project and activity content.  All missed tests/quizzes must be made up.
