Course Syllabi:

Throughout this course you will:

1.  Meet the standards for the Algebra Honors curriculum.  Topics to be covered include:  Functions (linear, quadratic, & exponential), Statistics, and Modeling Equations in Context.
2.  Develop or enhance a system of organization and self-discipline.

3.  Develop or enhance good study techniques including preparing for cumulative exams and daily review.
4.  Prepare for the Algebra Regents Exam in June. This exam acts as a final exam and is visible on high school transcripts that are sent to prospective colleges.
Grading:  

Tests- 
Chapter tests will be announced in advance.  There is typically a midterm exam.  Missed tests must be made up.  Tests will count as 45% of total grade.

Quizzes- 
Quizzes will count as 40% of total grade.

Homework- Homework is 15% of the total grade.  An Honors student is expected to complete all assignments.  Your practice at home is reflected in your work in class and on exams.  Homework answers will be reviewed in class.

Quarterly Grades are obtained by the weighted average of tests, quizzes, and homework as listed above.  Grade sheets will be sent home every five weeks to keep students and parents informed.
Incompletes and Absences- Work must be made up in a timely manner.  No grades will be  

                                               issued until all back work is completed.

Requirements:

1.  Attendance is mandatory.  Any work missed due to absence is the students’ responsibility.  If a test or quiz is missed, the student will have three days from the time they return to take it.  

2.  Each student needs to have a binder with three dividers and pencils.  Loose leaf paper or a spiral notebook is suggested and a TI-84 Plus CE graphing calculator is recommended.

3.  There will be math homework almost every night.  This homework will review and reinforce the topic(s) covered in that day’s class or prepare us for the upcoming topic.  If no homework is assigned, the student should review notes, self-quiz, etc.

4.  Students are to come to class physically and mentally prepared to work.  This includes arriving to class on time with their math materials.
